You established justice and uprightness for the progeny of Your faithful ones, 
You informed them commandments and upright statutes. 
[The precious stones] ramoth and gavish cannot approximate them, and they are more precious 

than pearls, 
They are reliable, and refined like gold in crucibles. 
Their secrets, from their treasures, teach lovingkindness to humanity. 
When a man buys a slave from among the Hebrews, 
[Slaves] who have fallen [on hard times], or been sold [as punishment] for theft, 
For six years shall they be given into their masters’ hand, 
And in the seventh year, they shall go out to freedom and liberty. 
And when they send them out, they should not go out empty-handed and destitute, 
But rather with the best portions and gifts. 
But if [the slaves] express love for their masters, in words, 
Then [the masters] should pierce them with an awl, and they will be retained forever. 
And [there are] other laws, both easy and severe ones: 
A life for a life, and damages for damages, 
And the laws of oxen, docile versus dangerous, 
And [of] one that opens up a pit, and an ox or asses fall into it. 
And if one steals an ox, and slaughters it, one must pay back five heads of cattle, 
And four of sheep for sheep that have been sold. 
And four [types of] guardians are mentioned, 
And similarly, [four] major categories of torts are listed. 
The names of other gods may not come up in our mouths. 
And to Moses said the creator of mountains 
To ascend, and with him some of the Israelites, the pure ones. 
And Moses alone came near to the creator of luminaries. 
And he brought back Adonai’s word to the people, gloriously and beautifully, 
And they said: “We will do and we will hear all the words!” 
Then He indeed made a covenant with them, like the Covenant Between the Pieces. 
And the upright elders of Israel 
Saw the Glory, and under His legs was like something made of sapphire brick. 
But the faithful one of [God’s] house ascended to the top of the mountain, 
To bring down the tablets, which were cut out of the hewing of splendor. 
And he was on the mountain for a number of days, 
And concealed hidden things were revealed to him.
